FACTUAL BACKGROUND AND ANALYSIS

The Regional Waste Treatment Management Plan is required under

the Clean Water Act of 1977 P.L 95217 and was first adopted by
the Metro Council in 1980 The plan was last amended in August of

1986

An ongoing requirement of the Act is that the Plan be

maintained as an accurate statement of the regions water quality
management problems and the short and longterm solutions to those

problems The Plan also delineates the regions water quality
management service areas for collection transmission and

treatment Local plans must be coordinated and comply with the

regional plan prior to the allocation of federal funds for sewers
transmission lines and sewage treatment plants

To assist in the maintenance of the plan the Council maintains

an advisory body on water quality management issues called the Water
Resources Policy Alternatives Committee WRPAC The WRPAC is

composed of individuals representing the regions cities the three

counties sanitary districts as well as soil and water conservation
districts

On August 1987 WRPAC held its annual meeting to review the

Regional Waste Treatment Plan attached as Exhibit The

following amendments were approved by WRPAC The amendments are map
changes which reflect updated local plans and service agreements or

minor text changes Maps highlighting the local changes will be

available at the Council meetings

EdMartiszus 53215 Timber Road Vernonia Oregon 97064 an opponent
of the proposed Bacona Road landfill site testified about the types
of special waste being disposed at the St Johns Landfill
Mr Martiszus said many of the chemicals had extremely high toxicity
ratings Although the chemicals were being disposed legally he
questioned the longterm effects of those chemicals on the environ
ment He was particularly concerned that landfill liner at the
Bacona Road site would not safely contain toxins due to the unstable
nature of the soil and underground water movement He urged the

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Council to deal with the problem and expressed willingness to work

together with Councilors toward solution

Councilor Gardner requested Mr Martizsus indicate the quantities of

special wastes disposed in his written communications to Councilors

Patricia Jensen Vernonia Oregon was concerned that landfill
liner would not be able to contain leachate and other hazardous
materials disposed at the Bacona Road landfill site due to the
unstable nature of the land landslide would result in water
contamination she said Ms Jensen also objected to building
mass incinerator in Columbia County She proposed Metro encourage
recycling and ship garbage to drier climate for landfilling

Presiding Officer Waker noted Metro was developing request for
bids document to operate landfill in Eastern Oregon
