SECTION Definitions

Unless otherwise required by context as used in this ordinance

BOARD Board means the Board of Directors of the
Metropolitan Service District

MSD MSD means the Metropolitan Service District
municipal corporation established and existing under

the laws of the State of Oregon ORS Chapter 268

DIRECTOR Director means the Director of an operat
ing division of the MSD

SECTION Membership

The Chairman shall appoint committee consisting of three
of its members to be known as the MSDManagement Committee
Each committee member shall serve term of one year and
may be reappointed

committee member shall be removed from the MSD
Management Committee after more than two unexcused
absences from meetings of the committee An unexcused
absence shall be determined by the Chairman of the MSD
Management Committee Upon removal of committee mem
ber the Board shall elect successor to serve the bal
ance of the unexpired term

SECTION Purpose

The purpose of the MSD Management Committee is to oversee and
coordinate actions of the Administrative Solid Waste and Zoo
Divisions

SECTION Functions and Duties

The MSD Management Committee shall have the following functions
and duties

Make recommendations to the Board regarding the re
sponsibilities of the Administrative Division

Review monthly accounting reports



May approve bi-weekly expenditures previously
budgeted by the Board

Coordinate operating division management problems
and make recommendations on corrective actions

Review administrative procedures and recommend
development of new procedures

Review organizational structures and recommend
improvements

Review and monitor all personnel problems

Refer policy matters to the Board

Make reports to the Board as necessary

SECTION Procedure

The affirmative vote of two members of the MSD nLe
ment Committee is required for any action

The MSD Management Committee may meet at the request
of any committee member or of any division Director

The MSD clerk will keep records of any action taken
by the MSD Management Committee

Emergency issues may be handled by telephone vote
subject to Section 5C

SECTION Limitations

All legislative and policy matters are the responsibility of the
Board
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
