WHEREAS, a recruitment and selection process has been initiated, resulting in the nomination by
MCCI of citizen Segeni Mungai (Exhibit A) for a two-year term, beginning May &, 2007, and;

WHEREAS, the Council President has appointed citizen Segeni Mungai to serve on MCCI representing
the region at-large, subject to Metro Council confirmation; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED that the Metro Council confirms the appointment of Segeni Mungai as a member of
MCCIL.
