Local Transfer Station Ordinance Summary

PoHcy Objectives

o Increase opportunities for material recovery.

o Minimize vehicle-miles fraveled (VMT) and reduce vehicle-time taveled (VTT).

o Limit impact of solid waste operations in local areas.

r Eliminate access barriers for local haulers.

o Foster competition and reduce need for economic regulation.

o Ensure stability of public's investment in Metro facilities.

Code Changes

o Defines a Local Service Area in terms of a geographic area around a solid waste facility.

o Revises the definition of a local transfer station to serve the dernand for wet waste disposal generated
in a single Local Service Area.

o Revises the definition of a Regional Transfer Station to be consistent with the new provisions, i.e., a
regional transfer station may serve more than one Local Service Area.

o Identifies a process to consider allowances for growth and adjusfrnents to the tonnage authorization.

o Rernoves the cap on dry waste, and raises the required recovery rate from 25%oto 35Yo.

o Requires facilities to serve the local haulers within the Local Service Area of a Local Transfer
Station.

o Modifies the fhree existing Local Transfer Station franchises to be consistent with the new
provisions.

o Adjusts future tonnage authorization for Recycle America from 65,000 tons per year to 130,000 tons
per year, unless Council takes further action.

Future Administrative Procedures

.o Will establish Local Service Areas to include a map that illustrates service area boundaries.

o Will establish the process and procedures that will allow for growth and adjustments to the tonnage
authorization.

o Will describe what types of non-putrescible waste will count toward the 35o/o recovery requirernent.
