WHEREAS The Council of the Metropolitan Service District

Metro and the Regional Planning Council of Clark County RPC

established the BiState Policy Advisory Committee on September 24

1981 by Joint Resolution No 81274 for trial period of 18

months and that period expired February 26 1983 and

WHEREAS The Metro Council and the RPC passed joint

resolution on August 25 1983 to continue the BiState Policy

Advisory Committee for an additional two years Resolution

No 83426 and that period expired August 25 1985 and

WHEREAS The BiState Policy Advisory Committee voted on

October 17 1985 to recommend to the Metro Council and the Board of

Directors of the Intergovernmental Resource Center formerly

Regional Planning Council of Clark County that the BiState Policy

Advisory Committee be continued for another period of two years

now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED

That the Metro Council and IRC Board of Directors

hereby continues the BiState Policy Advisory Committee for period

of two years from the date of passage of this Joint Resolution



That the Charge to the Committee is as follows

To provide forum at which policymakers from
the two states can express views and discuss
metropolitan problems of mutual concern

To provide forum for the creation of ad hoc
committees as needed to resolve specific problems
of mutual concern When dealing with transpor
tation issues the membership of the ad hoc
committee will include representatives from ODOT
WDOT CTran and TnMet The Charge to the ad
hoc transportation committee will be reviewed
and approved by JPACT and the IRC

To develop recommendations for consideration by
the Metro Council and the IRC

That the membership of the Committee shall include

member of the Metro Council

member of the IRC Board of Directors

Multnomah County Commissioner

Clark County Commissioner

member of the Portland City Council

member of the Vancouver City Council

That the Committee is to be cochaired by the repre

sentatives from IRC and Metro They may convene the Committee

quarterly but at least once annually All other rules shall be

determined by the members themselves

That staff from IRC and Metro will prepare the agenda

for each meeting will complete all other tasks necessary to ensure

that Committee members are notified of the meetings and provided with

necessary information and will see that the meetings are recorded

The allocation of staff time and other resources to specific projects



to the Committee may choose to pursue will be at the discretion of

the member jurisdictions

FACTUAL BACKGROUND AND ANALYSIS

The BiState Policy Advisory Committee was established by
Joint Resolution of Metro and the Regional Planning Council of Clark
County RPC It was originally established for trial period of
18 months When the trial period expired February 26 1983 Metro
and the RPC passed Joint Resolution to continue the Committee for
an additional two years That period expired August 25 1985

The BiState Policy Advisory Committee voted on October 17
1985 to recommend to the Metro Council and the Board of Directors
of the Intergovernmental Resource Center formerly Regional Planning
Council of Clark County that the BiState Policy Advisory Committee
be continued for another period of two years

The Committee feels that the need still exists for continued
cooperation between Oregon and Washington jurisdictions for the
purpose of resolving interstate differences encouraging coordinated
policies and increasing the possibility of securing federal stite
and local funding through unified actions

Recent Committee meetings have focused on solid waste and light
rail issues that affect the areas on both sides of the Columbia
River Metro and Clark County are keeping each other updated on
their respective solid waste plans transportation plans and other
important matters

The proposed resolution would continue the BiState Policy
Advisory Committee for period of two years No changes are being
recommended regarding the charge to the Committee or its membership
