MISSION AND PROCEDURES STATEMENT

LOCAL GOVERNMENT ADVISORY COMMITTEE ON CERTIFICATION

MISSION

To provide an opportunity for representatives of local
jurisdictions to contribute to the development of
yearly certification goals and standards by providing
assistance to the Solid Waste Policy Advisory
Committee

To assure that the certification standards which are
developed to meet the program goals are practical and
implementable by local jurisdictions

RESPONSIBILITIES

The Committee shall

Review and comment to SWPAC on yearly certification
goals which are proposed for adoption by Metro Council

Provide assistance to the Solid Waste Policy Advisory
Committee in the development of yearly certification
standards to assure that the standards are readily and
objectively measurable that they can be implemented by
local jurisdictions to accomplish the certification
goals and that they can be implemented equitably and
fairly

The Committee will meet regularly while yearly certifica
tion goals and standards are being developed and adopted
The Committee members will be kept informed of all certif
cation activities throughout the year

MEMBERSHIP AND VOTING PRIVILEGES

The Local Government Advisory Committee on Certification
will consist of designated representative of each local
jurisdiction in the metropolitan region which is responsible
for the regulation of the solid waste collection and hauling
industry Each designated representative or their appoin
ted proxy in attendance will be voting member of the
Committee

Metro will notify all jurisdictions within the region of the
formation of the Committee and will request that the
jurisdiction notify Metro of the designation of represent



ative within weeks of the date of mailing majority of
the designated representatives of which Metro is notified
by that date shall constitute quorum of the Committee for
the conduct of business

CONDUCT OF MEETINGS

The time and location of the meetings will be announced at
least weeks in advance The act of majority of the
voting members present at meetings at which quorum is
present shall be the act of the Committee

OFFICERS

The officers of the Committee shall be Chairperson and
ViceChairperson elected yearly by the voting members of the
Committee

The Chairperson shall preside at all meetings he/she attends
and shall be responsible for the expeditious conduct of the
Committees business The ViceChairperson shall perform
all duties of the chairperson in his/her absence

The Chairperson or his/her designated representative shall
represent the views of the Committee at all SWPAC meetings
at which business directly related to the responsibilities
of the Local Government Advisory Committee on Certification
is conducted
