WHEREAS The Metropolitan Service District concept was

developed by 45member citizen committee working over an 18month

period and

WHEREAS The Legislature made some changes in the proposal

for consolidation of services and establishment of an elected

regional body and

WHEREAS The legislation was referred to the voters of the

District to establish the government and

WHEREAS Any organizational change to the regional body

rightfully belongs to the people of the region who approved the

original structure and

WHEREAS Taxpayers who fund the government should be

involved through public process to either declare confidence in

the current structure or consider change in the organization

relating to the powers of the Executive Officer now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED

That the Legislature be requested to delay changes

suggested to the structure of the Metropolitan Service District

That the Legislature be requested to support review

commission to analyze the structure functions and funding for the

Metropolitan Service District



That the cost be financed jointly by the Legislature

and the Metropolitan Service District

The Council should request the Executive Officer
explain fully the current status of Ray Phelps and

any plans to retain Mr Phelps as an employee or as

guided by legal opinions of Metro Counsel and not
outside legal opinions unless the Council itself
feels need for additional opinions

requests made of the Executive Officer and to deliver the requests
to the Executive as soon as possible

Councilor Collier reported the Council Legislative Planning Caumit
tee had introduced the Resolution in order to allow the Council to
make deliberate and orderly comment on issues effecting Metros
organization and structure

Motion Councilor Coller moved to adopt the Resolution and
Councilor Bonner seconded the motion
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Vote vote on the motion resulted in all ten Councilors
present voting aye Councilors Dejardin and
Kirkpatrick were absent

on Metro legislation related to organization and structure on
March 16
