Metro Councilor for total of eight members and

WHEREAS The committee should consist of seven citizen members who reside

in each of the seven neighborhoods of the rehabilitation and enhancement boundary and the

Metro Councilor from district and

WHEREAS Membership on the committee is for one four year term with

eligibility for second four year term after an eight year wait and

WHEREAS The intent for theses changes is to have citizen member

representing each of the seven neighborhoods within the North Portland Enhancement Boundary

adding balance to the grant awarding process now therefore

BE iT RESOLVED

THAT That the Metro Council approve these changes in membership to the

North Portland Rehabilitation and Enhancement Committee as follows

ThAT The North Portland Enhancement Committee shall consist of eight

members

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THAT The seven citizen members shall be appointed by the Executive

Officer subject to confirmation by the Metro Council The Executive Officer shall make

appointments from list of nominees suggested jointly by the Regional Environmental

Management Department solid waste department and by the organization designated by

the City of Portland to provide neighborhood participation services to North Portland

THAT The residence of the seven citizen members be as follows

One member shall reside within the neighborhood boundary of St Johns one member

shall reside within the neighborhood boundary of Cathedral Park one member shall

reside within the neighborhood boundary of Portsmouth one member shall reside within

the neighborhood boundary of Overlook one member shall reside within the

neighborhood boundary of Arbor Lodge one member shall reside within the

neighborhood boundary of Kenton and one member shall reside within the boundary of

University Park The boundaries of these neighborhoods are as determined by the City of

Portland

THAT The Metro Councilor representing District shall be the

chairman of the Committee

THAT The term of membership for citizen members is for one four year

term with eligibility for second four year term after an eight year wait

period



All other provisions of Resolution 6-682 pertaining to the North Portland

Enhancement Committee shall remain in force and eflct

FACTUAL BACKGROUND

The North Portland Rehabilitation and Enhancement Committee was created by Metro in 1986

Resolution No 86-682 specifies that the Conmiittee shall consist of six citizen members all of

whom shall reside in the rehabilitation and enhancement program boundary and the Metro

Councilor representing District 12 will be the Committee Chair

By changing the membership to seven citizen members representing the seven neighborhoods

see Attachments A-H within the rehabilitation and enhancement area each neighborhood

would have representative on the committee With the reorganization of the Metro districts as

required by Metro Charter the Metro Councilor from the enhancement area now represents

district

Previously three members were selected by Metro and forwarded to the Executive Officer and

three members were appointed by the organization designated by the City of Portland to provide

neighborhood participation services to North Portland At the April 3rd meeting of the North

Portland Enhancement Committee they recommended joint selection process for the

nomination of seven citizen members to be forwarded to the Executive Officer for appointment

and then confirmation by Council

The committee also recommended that after citizen has served their four year term they would

be eligible to serve second four year term after an eight year wait period

The enhancement program has invested more than $1.2 million in North Portland since the

program began in 1986 The 165 projects funded during that time have all added significantly to

the quality of life in the community With $1.9 million dollars in the rehabilitation and

enhancement account it is important that each neighborhood has input into the grant process

FACTUAL BACKGROUND AND ANALYSIS

In response to SB 662 adoptedbY the 1985 LegislatUre the

Metro Council adopted Resolution No. 86620 on January 23 1986

creating the North Portland Rehabilitation and Enhancement Advisory

Committee SB 662 states in part

Section 11 The metropolitan service

district shall apportion an amount of the

service or user charges collected for solid

waste disposal at each general purpose
landfill within or for the district and

dedicate and use the moneys obtained for

rehabilitation and enhancement of the area

in and around the landfill from which the

fees have been collected That portion of

the service and user charges set aside by

the district for tie purposes of this

subsection shall be 50 cents for each ton
