WHEREAS, the Metropolitan Service District (Metro) of
Oregon and the Intergovernmental Resource Center of Clark
County, Washington have by joint resolution established a
continuing Bi--State Policy Advisory Committee; and

WHEREAS, the disposal of solid waste generated in the
metropolitan region is an issue of vital concern which goes
beyond state boundaries; and

WHEREAS, coordinated policies are critical to the
public interest to ensure cost-effective and planned
development of capital intensive so0lid waste disposal
facilities thus eliminating conflicting policies and
duplicative efforts; and

WHEREAS, it is recognized that a system approach is
necessary in order to best provide for solid waste disposal
facilities for the region; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED,

1. That the Bi-State Policy Advisory Committee
establishes an ad hoc committee to be known as the Solid
Waste Issues and Facilities Committee to work cooperatively
to develop solutions to common problems which may include the
following:

® Ongoing exchange of information
e Sharing plans for solid waste disposal facilities

e Discussion of alternative methods for implementation
of recycling and resource recovery programs

e Identification of additional opportunities for
cooperatively managing the solid waste issues facing
the Portland-Vancouver metropolitan region.

2. Membership of the committee shall be comprised of
“the Solid Waste Director of Metro, the Clark County Public
‘Works Director, the Director of the Bureau of Environmental
Services, City of Portland, and other staff as designated by
the Directors respectively from each of the two agencies.



3. The Solid Waste Issues and Fac1llt1es Committee
'shall meet at least quarterly. .The allocation of staff time
and other resources to the committee's projects will be at
the discretion of the respective Directors. :

FACTUAL BACKGROUND AND ANALYSIS

On September 4, 1987, the Bi-State Policy Advisory Committee
met to discuss ways that Oregon and Washington representatives could
work together to solve solid waste disposal problems. George
Stillman, Clark County Public Works Director, and Richard Owings,
Metro Solid Waste Director, gave reports regarding their respective
area's solid waste plans, problems and needs.

Metro Councilor Gary Hansen introduced a joint resolution to
promote bi-state cooperation regarding solid waste management. The
Bi-State Committee voted unanimously to recommend that the resolu-
tion be adopted by the Metropolitan Service District Council and the
Intergovernmental Resource Center (Clark County) Board.

The resolution provides the following:

1. Establishes an ad hoc committee: Solid Waste Issues
: and Facilities Committee. Membership to include the
Directors of Metro's Solid Waste Department and Clark
County Public Works Department, and the Director of
the Bureau of Environmental Services, City of
Portland.

2. Ongoing exchange of information.
3. Sharing plans for solid waste disposal facilities.

4. Discussion of alternative methods for implementation
of recycling and resource recovery problems.

5. Identification of additional opportunities for
cooperatively managing the solid waste issues facing
the Portland-Vancouver area.

Council to deal with the problem and expressed willingness to work
together with Councilors toward a solution.

Councilor Gardner requested Mr. Martizsus indicate the quantities of
special wastes disposed in his written communications to Councilors.

Patricia Jensen, Vernonia, Oregon, was concerned that a landfill
liner would not be able to contain leachate and other hazardous
materials disposed at the Bacona Road landfill site due to the
unstable nature of the land. A landslide would result in water
contamination, she said. Ms. Jensen also objected to building a
mass incinerator in Columbia County. She proposed Metro encourage
recycling and ship garbage to a drier climate for landfilling.

Presiding Officer Waker noted Metro was developing a request for
bids document to operate a landfill in Eastern Oregon.

Councilor Cooper was
absent.
