FACTUAL BACKGROUND AND ANALYSIS

Proposed Action

Adopt the attached resolution which

Decreases the FY 1988 PL/ODOT funding from $294212
to $259538

Decreases the Southeast Corridor study budget from
$153426 to $132676

Increases the Data Resources and Model Refinement
from $241697 and $128072 to $287771 and $162508
respectively

Increases the Oregon Department of Transportation
ODOT Technical Assistance budget and

Transfers ODOT funds to the RTP

The Transportation Policy Alternatives Committee TPAC and the
Joint Policy Advisory Committee on Transportation JPACT have re
viewed this Unified Work Program amendment and recommend approval of
Resolution No 88861

Background

The PL/ODOT budget is being decreased due to the Gramm
Rudman Act which took effect after the Unified Work
Program UWP was adopted

The Southeast Corridor had late start in FY 1987 causing
higher than expected carry-over The carryover amount

is sufficient funding for FY 1988

Increases to the Data Resource budget will cover costs of
the 2009 and 2010 forecasts Model Refinement increases
will cover the increased effort in model development from
the 85 OD survey



The ODOT Technical Assistance fund is being increased by
$8500 FHWA e4 to cover additional activities
required by ODOT

The transfer to the RTP of ODOT and FHWA Ce funds
covers the loss of PL funds
