Regarding: GOVERNMENT RELATIONS POSITION

This will confirm our discussion regarding my efforts to £ill the
vacancy in the Government Relations position. This position is
budgeted in the appropriation for the operation of my office --
Executive Management.

As you know, this position has been vacant since the start of this
fiscal year. We now must move expeditiously to fill this position
in order to successfully work with the Legislative Task Force
examining Metro's operations. It is my understanding that the Task
Force has requested that we provide them with a great deal of
information pertaining to policy matters related to the operations
of this agency.

Furthermore, we must start preparing our legislative program for the
1989 session of the Legislative Assembly. I can think of nothing as
important to this agency, following our several recent successes,
than a well prepared legislative program. Such a program will go
far toward reinforcing all of our efforts to be a responsible
governmental agency in this region.

I have given a great deal of thought about the credentials of the
person filling this position. I believe it is critical that Metro
has the person in place who can knowledgeably assist us with the
preparation of a sound legislative program as well as possess the
skills to effectively communicate our agency's policies to the
Legislative Assembly. In addition, since we are vitrually rewriting
our "laws," it is my opinion that it would be most helpful if the
Government Relations person is an attorney who has both experience
and a solid working relationship with the legislative process.

I have approached several persons over the past few months regarding
the Government Relations position. I did so in order to recruit a
person with the type of profile described above. Since the Govern-
ment Relations position was provided in my office's budget, I believe
that the position is exempt from the competitive hiring process.
Accordingly, I have asked Greg McMurdo to join Metro and serve as it
Government Relations person. I will provide you with a copy of Mr.
McMurdo's resume.

Before I actually bring the person on board as a full-time employee,
however, I also believe that it is important that you discuss with
the candidate the expectancies of the Council. I am very sensitive
to the fact that our Government Relations person will be represent-
ing Metro. I know that after you have met and discussed our legis-
lative needs with my candidate, you will be satisfied that we have
found the person we need for our work with the Task Force and the
Legislative Assembly.

While this position being exempt does not require confirmation, I
understand the Council's concern regarding the fact that this person
will be representing all of us.

8. EXECUTIVE OFFICER COMMUNICATIONS

5.1 Consideration of Resolution No. 88-875, for the Purpose of
Confirming the Appointment of Greg McMurdo to the Position of
Government Relations Manager

Councilor Knowles reported that at the meeting earlier in the
evening, the Council Internal-Affairs Committee recommended the
Council adopt Resolution No. 88-875. The Committee had interviewed
Mr. McMurdo, had reviewed his resume and were confident in his
ability to perform the work.

Motion: counciior Knowles moved, seconded by Councilor Waker,
to adopt Resolution No. 88-875.

Councilor Van Bergen noted that Mr. McMurdo had formerly supervised
referees employed by the Worker's Compensation Board and said he was
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not satisfied with the performance of some referees. Mr. McMurdo
explained that state law limited the extent of his supervision over
hearings referees. He had been allowed to comment on whether cases
‘'were conducted ‘properly but not on case decisions made by referees.
He had lobbied, however, to change the law relating to supervision
of the referees.

In response to Councilor Van Bergen's questions, Councilor Xnowles
reviewed the candidate's extensive work history in working with the
. state legislature.

Councilor Van Bergen expressed concern the Council was not given
enough time to evaluate the candidate's qualifications. Presiding
Officer Ragsdale said when he first received notice from the Execu-
tive Officer of her wishes to hire Mr. McMurdo, he had set up the
process for committee review of the confirmation. The Committee, as
a part of that process, was now forwarding its recommendation for
Council consideration. A discussion followed about whether the
Council committee process had adequately involved all Councilors in
the decision making processes. Councilor Kirkpatrick agreed with
Councilor Van Bergen that in the case of confirming this position,
the matter had moved too quickly for all Councilors to be involved.

Councilor Gardner said he would not support the resolution because
of concerns about how the position would best serve both the Council
and Executive Management Departments. He thought confirmation of
the position should be required, rather than voluntary, and voting
for Resolution No. 88-875 would ratify a system he did not support.
He explained his position was no reflection of Mr. McMurdo's capa-
bilities.

Presiding Officer Ragsdale reported that Councilor Kirkpatrick would

soon introduce a resolution that would address Councilor Gardner's
concerns.

Councilor Van Bergen said he would support the resolution because of

his confidence in the Councilors who had reviewed the candidate's
qualifications. ’

Councilor Bonner, Cooper and
Van Bergen were absent.
The motion carried and the minutes were approved.

7. CONSIDERATION OF CONTESTED CASE NO. 87-2: ANGEL PROPERTY

Motion: Councilor Knowles moved, seconded by Councilor
Collier, to defer the matter to March 10, 1988.

Councilor Knowles explained when he learned Councilor Bonner would
not be attending this meeting, he had determined there would not be
enough votes to adopt an order in support of the hearings officer's
findings or to adopt an ordinance in support of findings to amend
the Urban Growth Boundary.

Vote: A vote on the motion resulted in all eleven :
Councilors present voting aye. Councilor Bonner was
absent.
