voters in May 1986 for Zoo and regional policymaking and adminis

tration purposes which was unsuccessful and

WHEREAS Zoo operations are adequately funded through

June 30 1990 by threeyear mixed property tax serial levy

approved by the voters on March 31 1987 and enterprise revenues

and

WHEREAS The Executive Officer has initiated cooperative

effort with other local governments in the region Metropolitan

Government Finance Advisory Committee to identify long-term finan

cial needs and sources of revenue available to local governments to

meet these needs now therefore

That the Council of the Metropolitan Service District

will continue to review its longrange financial policies and fiscal

needs in cooperation with the Interim Task Force on Metropolitan

Regional Government and the Metropolitan Government Finance Advisory

Committee

That the Council of the Metropolitan Service District

will not submit tax base measure to the voters at the November

1988 General election

Motion Councilor Knowles moved to adopt Resolution
No 88890 Councilor Collier seconded the motion

Councilor Knowles Chair of the Council Planning Development
Committee reported the Committee recommended adoption of the

resolution

Councilor Van Bergen thought Metro should seek tax base at every
available opportunity because that type of funding was necessary for

general service type governments It would always be argued that
now is not good time to seek tax base he said

Executive Officer Cusma urged the Council to support Councilor
Knowles recommendation Elections were expensive to conduct she

explained and Metro should work at building its credibility before

seeking tax base

Councilor DeJardin said he was surprised to read in the newspaper
the Executives announcement she would not seek tax base He
noted the announcement almost precluded the Councils decision He
had hoped the Executive and Council could have made that decision
together he explained

Executive Officer Cusma said she had been discussing the tax base

issue for months The newspaper article was result of direct

response to reporters direct question she said It was her

policy she explained to indicate to reporters when the Council had

not yet decided on an issue

schedule The Internal Affairs Committeerecommended Council adop
tion of the resolution which would award the contract to Chemical
Processors Inc The $133000 recommended contract sumwould be

adjusted depending on the actual amount of waste handled
