CONSTRUCT ION

Metro has achieved in Fiscal Year 1988-89 10.7% DBE and 3.1% WBE
participation exceeding its goals for DEE and WBE participation
for construction contracts This is the fourth consecutive year
Metro has met or exceeded its goals for this category of

contract

The two major construction contracts let during the 1988-89
Fiscal Year were the Convention Center General Construction and
the Africafe Banquet Facilities at the Zoo

Metro achieved 10% DBE and 3% WBE participation for the
Convention Center general contract The DBE participant in the
Convention Center general contract Marmolejo contractors is
10% joint venture partnership with Hoffman Oregon DBE and WBE
participation for the Africafe improvement were 29.3% DEE and
18.6% WBE

LABOR MATERIALS

Participation by DBEs and WBE5 in Metros labor materials
contracts during the 1988-89 Fiscal Year averaged 7.2% DBE and
3.6% WBE The major contract let this Fiscal Year was the waste
transportation bid awarded to Jack Gray Transport Inc DBE and
WBE participation for the contract averaged 7.2% DBE and 3.6%
WBE

The remaining labor material contracts awarded during the
Fiscal Year were primarily contracts under $10000 Thus the
DBE and WEE participation represents contracts with DBE/WBEs as
prime contracts

This is the first year Metro has exceeded the goals for DBE and
WBE participation in this category In Fiscal Year 1987-88 the
DBE goals were exceeded but the WBE goals were not met Neither
of the DBE/WBE goals were met in Fiscal Year 1986-87

PROCUREMENT

The procurement category consists primarily of purchase orders

over $500 Contracts awarded to DBEs and WBEs in this category
show 2.5% DBE and 3.1% WBE participation This is the first time
the DBE/WBE goals have been fully met and shows significant
increase over last Fiscal Years participation as well as Fiscal
Year 1986-87 when the level of participation for this category
was zero



PERSONAL SERVICES

In Fiscal Year 1988-89 Metro achieved 21% DBE and 15% WBE
participation exceeding the goals set for the period Fiscal
Year 1988-89 represents the first year both DBE and WBE goals
were exceeded

In Fiscal Year 1987-88 DBE participation was 7% and WBE
participation 4% In Fiscal Year 1988-89 particular emphasis
was made to increase participation by DBE and WBE contractors
Metro launched parallel outreach effort in The American
Contractor minority owned trade publication and UNISON
Magazine publication for women entrepreneurs

GOAL ADJUSTMENT

This analysis examines whether the goals for each category are
unrealistically high or low Determining factors in this

analysis include persistent inability to reach particular
goal availability of DBE/WBE contracts for the types of

contracts to be let during the Fiscal Year and other relevant
factors

Metro has exceeded the goals for DBE and WBE participation in all

categories This level of achievement is the result of Metros
aggressive outreach efforts and Metros DEE/WEE policy of

contacting for quote at least one DBEor WBE for all small
contracts and Metros flexible goal program for larger contracts

An analysis of the contracts for Fiscal Year 1989-90 shows that
the 1988-89 goals are attainable Therefore no goal changes are
recommended for Fiscal Year 1989-90

COMMITTEE DISCUSSION/ISSUES Messrs Failing and Hazen from the
Contract Office presented the staff report They indicated that
the proposed DBE and WEE goals for FY 198990 were the same as

the prior year goals The continuation of the goals at the same

levels are based on the prior year experience of meeting or

exceeding the Fl 198889 program goals in all categories

Council staff presented report dealing with an historical

analysis of the DBE and WBE goal experience and the 1988

Committee request for more outreach on the DEE and WBE programs
The historical analysis shows the record of meeting the goals for

each contract category it shows how prior year experience plays
role in setting goals for the following year In response to

outreach efforts Messrs Saling and Hazen pointed out that the

District publishes ads in minority and womens trade publications
and has assisted approximately 30 DBE/WBEs to become certified
The Committee was complimentary of the Administrations conduct
of the DBE/WBE program

198485 it was set at percent and has remained at that level Metros
experience in meeting the WBE construction participation goal has
fluctuated from zero percent in Fl 198485 to high of 3.32 percent in

Fl 198788 For the three previous fiscal years Metro has met or
exceeded the WBE goal

Labor Materials

Until Fl 198788 the DBE goal was percent and in each fiscal year
except Fl 198485 the goal was met or exceeded In Fl 198788 the

goal was increased to percent where it has remained and has been
consistently met or exceeded The WBE participation goal in Fl 1983-84
was percent and actual participation was 1.4 percent The WBE goal
was lowered to 2.75 percent in Fl 198485 and remained at that level

until Fl 1987-88 when it was raised to percent Actual WBE
participation in this category has exceeded the goal since Fl 1986-87

Personal Services

The DBE goal set in this category has changed from percent Fl83-84
and 8586 to percent Fl8485 and 8687 to percent where it has
remained for the previous two fiscal years The historical comparison
of utilization to goals in this category has not been very favorable
however in Fl 1988-89 the percent goal was greatly exceeded with over
20 percent of contract awards to DBE vendors WBE goals in this

category have ranged from to 10 percent and participation in this

area has historically been weak In only two fiscal years since

adoption of the program Fl 1985-86 and Fl 198889 have utilization

goals been met or exceeded In this last fiscal year the WBE goal was
exceeded by slightly more than 10 percent

Procurement

Since Fl 198485 the DBE and WBE gols in this category have remained

unchanged Fl 1987-88 was the first year DBE utilization in this

category met or exceeded the goal and Fl 1988-89 was the first year WBE
utilization in this category met or exceeded the goal

DOT-Assisted Contracts

These contracts are planning grants from the U.S Department of

Transportation For several years Fl 198485 to Fl 198788 there
were no subcontracting opportunities available for DOTassisted
contracts however federal regulations require the grantee to establish

DBE/WBE utilization goals According to Transportation Department
staff in Fl 1988-89 Metro achieved 19.92 DBE utilization in this

category with individual contract participation ranging from 12 to 38

percent In Fl 1989-90 it is anticipated that there will be

ISSUES

On October 13 1989 when the Council Internal Affairs Committee
considered Resolution No 88-981 for the Purpose of Adopting
Disadvantaged Business Program Goals for FY 198889 motion carried to

direct Finance and Administration staff to .prepare an outreach program
to increase DBE participation especially in the area of womenowned
businesses see Attachment As Table of Exhibit to Finance
Administrations staff report shows utilization in every category
exceeded the goal set In the Personal Services category DBE and WBE
utilization substantially exceeded the goal by more than 13 percent
DBE and by slightly more than 10 percent WBE The departments staff
report states that they have increased their outreach efforts by
advertising in minority-owned trade publication and publication
targeted at women entrepreneurs The department has also instituted
policy of contacting at least one DBE or WBE for all small contracts

At that same Internal Affairs Committee meeting Finance and
Administration staff was also directed to include in future reports
information on uncertified DBEs/WBEs utilized and DBEs/WBE5 the

department has assisted in becoming certified The Contracts Officer
reported that department had assisted approximately 30 DBEs/WBEs to

become certified Those efforts included providing uncertified

DBEs/WBEs with certification applications assisting applicants in

filling out the applications and requesting that the State Office of

Minority Women and Emerging Small Businesses expedite processing of the

applications

RECOMMENDATIONS

It appears that Metro has made consistent effort to implement the DBE

Program policy and achieve the programs goals The goals for FY 1989
90 appear to be obtainable and Council staff recommends adoption of

Resolution No 89-1152

Consideration of Resolution No 88981 for the Purpose of
Adopting Disadvantaged Business Program Goals for FY 198889

Ray Phelps Director of Finance and Administration presented the
staff report Mr Phelps noted Metro had met or exceeded program
goals in the categories of construction and procurement for the
previous three fiscal years He recommended goal reductions with
respect to women business enterprise WBE in the categories of
labor and materials and procurement Mr Phelps said the reason
for the recommendation was that it had been difficult to locate
women business enterprises that were certified by the State of
Oregon He said for the purposes of Metros program only
participation of certified women business enterprises could be
counted

The Committee inquired about outreach efforts Mr Phelps said
meetings had been held mailings sent and advertisements run in
minority periodical He also said Metro had during the previous
fiscal year assisted disadvantaged businesses DBE in becoming
certified and had done business with women business enterprises
who were not certified
