RESOLUTION NO 90-1333 CONFIRMING THE APPOINTMENT OF RON KAWAMOTO
TO THE METROPOLITAN EXPOSITION-RECREATION COMMISSION

COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION At the October 1990 Convention Visitor
Facilities Cojiunittee meeting Councilors Knowles Buchanan McFarland
and Van Bergen voted unanimously to recommend adoption of Resolution No
901333 Councilor Hansen was absent

COMMITTEE DISCUSSION/ISSUES The Committees interview began with Mr
Kawamoto making brief introductory statement He spoke to his
background in public service which began as Vice Principal at
Jefferson High School He served as an appointed member of the Fairview
City Council in the late 60s and early 70s and has since served on
committees for Clackamas and Multnomah counties Mr Kawainoto has been
active in the Gresham Chamber of Commerce and on the 184 Corridor
Association He cited his companys policy of encouraging its employees
to put something back into the community and he sees MERC service as
way to return back to the community some of the benefits that hes
received as citizen

Mr Kawamoto was asked if his position as commercial real estate
broker with Norris Beggs Simpson might create conflict with his

position as MERC Commissioner He does not anticipate such
conflict but said that if the MERC were to look at property that his

company had listed he would absent himself from the discussions He
was then asked what he would bring to the Commission as commercial
broker His response was that he understands buildings real estate
and building management He understands the costs associated with
operating buildings and would know whether MERC costs were in line

The next question asked his view of .the role of the Commission versus
the Council in setting MERC policy Mr Kawamoto sees the potential for
disagreement on policy issues but that serious disagreement can be
avoided if theres good dialogue between MERC and the Council His
impression is that such dialogue exists now MERC works for Metro
the Council sets long-range policies and the MERC implements them

The issue was raised concerning Metros operation of facilities now
owned by the City of Portland Does that present problem and what is
his view of Metro eventually assuming ownership of those facilities He
believes that there are probably legal advantages to ownership Mr
Kawainoto then raised the question of who owns facility that is in
public ownership is it owned just by the people within specific
jurisdiction or is the idea of public ownership broader than that
Thats legal issue that the legal people will work out Regarding the
management aspects of this question Mr Kawainoto stated that he is
interested in Metro taking over management of the facilities and he
sees advantages in that
