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Methodology for recommending Multimodal projects for inclusion in DEIS

The SW Corridor project team including all partnering jurisdictions identified Multimodal (MM) projects
to recommend for inclusion in the Draft Environmental Impact Statement (DEIS). While all previously
identified MM projects remain part of the SW Corridor Plan, only those which are critical to the transit
project are recommended to be advanced during the DEIS phase.

Metro staff reviewed each potential HCT station area in the corridor with the current set of alignments
and considered the following factors in developing a recommendation:

* Station-area access: walkshed

e Sidewalk gaps near station — especially along higher traffic streets
e Active Transportation Plan gaps

e Key bike connections

e Which projects get “split” or phased?

In general, projects were reviewed for their ability to increase the number of people able to access
stations within a 10-minute walk, close key sidewalk gaps, fill gaps in the regional active transportation
plan system, or make key bicycle connections. Additionally, projects to add pedestrian or bicycle
facilities or widen the roadway for additional lanes (in this case, transit lanes) along the HCT alignment
area were recommended as likely to be included in a street reconfiguration for HCT.

In addition, projects were evaluated based on their ability to add households or employees to the 10-
minute walkshed of each station. Projects which were able to substantially increase the number of
people able to walk to a station within this walkshed were recommended.

Because of the large number of alighment options and station location options, the recommendation for
many projects are contingent upon specific stations or alignments, and would only be included in the
DEIS if that specific condition(s) is met. For example, a bikeway project that provides access a potential
station would be recommended only if that potential station is ultimately included.

The projects recommended by staff Metro for inclusion in the DEIS, given current alignment options,
were provided for PTL review, as well as shared with the public in a number of forums and online.
Modifications to the recommendation were made based on PTL comments and public input.
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Recommended Multimodal projects for inclusion in DEIS

The table on the following pages summarizes the draft DEIS recommendation. Shaded projects are
recommended to be included in some form for at least one alighment or station location option. The
portions of the project recommended and the conditions on which each project is recommended are
included under the column titled ‘Draft DEIS Recommendation’.

Given the large number of alignment options and station location options, the recommendation for
many projects are contingent upon specific stations or alignments, and would only be included in the
DEIS if that specific condition(s) is met.

Projects not shaded are not recommended to be included in the DEIS for any alignment or station
location option.
