WHEREAS Metro has the responsibility to collect roadside litter in the area near the Metro

Central Transfer Station located at 6161 NW 61st Avenue Portland and

WHEREAS Multnomah County has the ability to provide Metro litter pick-up service by

the PayBack Program restitution program for youth referred through the Countys Department of Juvenile

Justice Services Adjudication Probation or Diversion Units and

WHEREAS An intergovernmental agreement has been negotiated with Multnomah County

to provide litter collection services in the area near the Metro Central Transfer Station and

WHEREAS The resolution was submitted to the Executive Officer for consideration and

was forwarded to the Metro Council for their approval now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED

That the Metro Council pursuant to Metro Code Section 2.04.033 authorizes the

Executive Officer to enter into an intergovernmental agreement with Multnomah County attached as

Exhibit to provide litter collection services in the area of the Metro Central Transfer Station

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is between METRO Regional Environmental Management Environmental
Services Division hereinafter referred to as METRO and MULTNOMAH COUNTY Department of

Juvenile Justice Services hereinafter referred to as COUNTY

WITNESSETH

Term The term of this Agreement shall be from August 1995 to and including June 30
1997 unless sooner terminated under the provisions hereof

Services This Agreement provides for twice weekly litter pick-up service by the PayBack
Program restitution program for youth referred through the COUNTYs Department of
Juvenile Justice Services Adjudication Probation or Diversion Units

SCOPE OF COUNTY SERVICES

The COUNTY shall provide to METRO those services set out below

Provide COUNTY Crew Leader for the youth crew

Screen youth for appropriate crew composition

Provide transportation for youth crew to and from activity site

Provide continuouson-site supervision of youth crew

Provide twice weekly litter pick-up services on road sides along the
established route Both sides of the road on NW Front Avenue from NW
Kitridge to NW Gist NW 61st to Hwy 30 Hwy 30 to St Johns Bridge
on/off ramp and Hwy 30 to NW Kitridge NW Kitridge to NW Front Avenue

Deliver bagged litter to METRO Central Transfer Station disposal site

Services will be performed through the term of the Agreement

SCOPE OF METRO SERVICES

To assist the COUNTY in carrying out its obligations hereunder METRO or its

designee shall perform the services set out below

Provide instructions as needed to COUNTY supervisors

Inspect sites after completion

Provide gloves and road safety vests for the youth crew

Provide two portable road signs which alert traffic of the presence of crews
on shoulders of the road

Provide trash collection bags

Accept bagged refuse at specified disposal site free of charge

Services will be performed throughout the term of the Agreement
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COMPENSATION METRO agrees to pay COUNTY $1900 per month up to 22800
annually for performance of those services provided hereunder

BILLING AND PAYMENT PROCEDURES The COUNTYs billing and METROs payment
procedures shall be as set out below

COUNTY agrees to invoice METRO quarterly at the end of each quarter throughout
the term of this Agreement retroactively from August 1995 through September
1995 for $3800 and for October through December 1995 for $5700 and $5700
each quarter thereafter throughout the term of this agreement

11 INTEGRATION This Agreement including any attachments incorporated herein contains

the entire agreement between the parties and supersedes all prior written or oral discussions

or agreements

that to the best of COUNTYs knowledge COUNTY is not in violation of any Oregon tax

laws described in ORS 305.3804

13 SEVERABILITY If any terms or provisions of this contract are held invalid or unenforceable

by any court of competent jurisdiction such holding shall not invalidate or render

unenforceable any other provision thereof

14 EARLY TERMINATION This Agreement may be terminated by either party prior to the

expiration of the agreed-upon term

Upon 30 days written notice to the other delivered by certified mail or in person or

Immediately upon mutual written consent of the parties or at such time as the

parties agree

Upon termination unless Contract obligations have already been suspended

payment to the COUNTY shall be prorated to and include the day of termination and

shall be in full satisfaction of all claims by COUNTY against METRO under this

Agreement

PROPOSED ACTION

Adoption of Resolution No..96-2294 would authorize an intergovernmental agreement with

Multnomah County to provide litter pick-up service in the area of the Metro Central Transfer

Station

FACTUAL BACKGROUND AND ANALYSIS

Metro is responsible per mitigation agreements for the collection of lifter from the roadsides

near its transfer stations Litter pick-up for the area near the Metro Central Station has been

provided by Trans Industries since the station opened in January 1991 Trans Industries

subcontracted the litter pick-up work to the Boys Club of Portland until July 1995 The Boys

Club is no longer able to provide this service Since July Multnomah Countys PayBack

Program restitution program for youth referred through the Countys Department of Juvenile

Justice Services has provided the lifter pick-up service through verbal agreement with Trans

Industries Multnomah Countys general counsel has advised the PayBack program that it

cannot legally contract with for-profit entity such as Trans Industries Therefore other

arrangements must be made for lifter pick-up service

It is proposed that Metro enter into an intergovernmental agreement with Multnomah County to

provide lifter pick-up service for the roadsides near the Metro Central Station Under the

proposed agreement Metro would pay the County $1900 per month for the service

If the agreement with Multnomah County is approved Metro would amend the contract with

Trans Industries to transfer the responsibility for providing lifter pick-up from Trans Industries to

Metro and credit Metro for providing the litter pick-up service Proposed Change Order No 17

to the Metro Central Station contract would credit Metro $2090 per month $1900 for Metros

payment to the County plus 10% for Metros contract administration costs

The proposed agreement provides twice weekly litter pick-up on both sides of the road on NW
Front Avenue fromNW Kittridge to NW 1st NW 61st to Highway 30 Highway 30 to St Johns

Bridge onloff ramp and Highway 30 to NWKittridge NW Kiftridge to NW Front Avenue

Litter pick-up would be provided by youth crew through the PayBack Program The County

provides Crew Leader for the youth crew and continuous on-site supervision The County

screens the youth for appropriate crew composition



Under the agreement Metro is responsible for providing instructions as needed to County

supervisors inspecting sites after completion providing gloves and road safety vests for the

youth crew providing portable road signs to alert traffic of the presence of the work crew

providing trash collection bags and accepting the refuse at the transfer station at no cost to the

County

The termof the proposed agreement is August 1995 through June 30 1997

BUDGET IMPACT

The total amount of the proposed contract is $43700 Litter pick-up costs shall not exceed

$20900 for the period of August 1995 through June 30 1996 $22800 for the period of July

1996 through June 30 1997 The FY 1996-97 budget provides $22800 for lifter collection in

the Metro Central Station area
