WHEREAS the metropolitan aspects of natural disaster planning and response

coordination are functions assigned to Metro by the Metro Charter and

WHEREAS the potential for natural disaster exists in this region and

WHEREAS the population property and infrastructure in this region can be

impacted by natural disasters such as earthquake landslide flood windstorm winter

storm volcanoes wildfire drought and

WHEREAS several advisory committees have been created by staff to help

evaluate methods of applying earthquake hazards information in land use mitigation

planning and emergency preparedness and

WHEREAS staff may be forced to create more advisory committees as natural

hazards mitigation is incorporated into Metro plans such as the Regional Framework Plan

and

WHEREAS one advisory committee created by the Council is needed to

consolidate all staff appointed ad hoc committees and assure participation by all

jurisdictions and agencies in addressing the impact of natural hazards that could impact the

population property infrastructure in this region now therefore

CONSIDERATION OF RESOLUTION NO 96-2367 FOR THE PURPOSE OF CREATING NEW
TECHNICAL ADVISORY COMMITTEE THAT WILL ADVISE METRO ON MEASURES LOCAL
GOVERNMENTS BUSINESSES AND CITIZENS CAN TAKE TO REDUCE DAMAGE FROM NATURAL
DISASTERS

PROPOSED ACTION

This resolution creates new advisory committee to advise Metro on measures that local governments
businesses and citizens in this region can take to reduce damage from natural disasters

FACTUAL BACKGROUND

In the past four years this region has experienced earthquakes flood landslide high wind storm and

severe winter storm Other natural hazards that could impact the Metro region include volcanic eruption

drought and wildfire Evaluation of these natural hazards in the context of their impact on life property
and infrastructure has been initiated through our current earthquake projects

In the spring of 1994 the Director of the Planning Department created an advisory committee Metro

Advisory Committee for Mitigating Earthquake Damage MACMED to help review progress and provide
comments on how the Relative Earthquake Hazard Maps developed by the Oregon Department of

Geology and Mineral Industries DOGAMI can be used to develop measures for mitigating earthquake
hazards The chair of MACMED is John Fregonese Growth Management Services Department
Director

The MACMED started meeting in May 1994 and has reviewed the work of Metro staff and consultants on
the uses of earthquake hazard maps in land use planning The major product of this effort is the report

titled Using Earthquake Hazard Maps for Land Use Planning and Building Codes Administration The
report shows the importance of land use planning and building regulation as key tools for reducing

potential earthquake damage in the Metro region It contains recommendations and general guidelines
for application of the maps in comprehensive plans and in the building permitting activities of local

governments MACMEDs recommendations represent major step forward in helping local

governments in the Metro region gradually reduce the regions vulnerability to earthquake-induced
disaster

Additional ad hoc committees have been created by staff to deal with earthquake matters The
committees include Metro Advisory Committee for Mitigating Earthquake Damage Regional

Emergency Transportation Routes Committee Metro Area Disaster Information Atlas Committee
Earthquake Preparedness Conference Committee and Peer Review Committee for Portland Pilot

Earthquake Damage and Loss Results Study being conducted by the National Institute of Building
Sciences and Federal Emergency Management Agency The efforts of these committees have yielded
several reports including The Regional Emergency Transportation Routes Metro Area Disaster

Geographic In formation System Lifeline and Critical Facilities Damage Management Information Needs

To consolidate existing ad hoc Metro committees and avoid the creation of more ad hoc committees by
staff in the future as we embark on mitigation planning all natural hazards it is recommended that the
Metro Council establish Natural Hazards Technical Advisory Committee HAZTAC to review staff work
and provide guidelines for policy development by the Council With the creation of HAZTAC Metro local

governments and other entities in this region can cooperatively and effectively mitigate the impact of all

these natural hazards



Additional hazards such as landslide flood windstorm winter storm volcanos and drought need to be

analyzed to determine their potential impact on the population property and infrastructure in the region

Identifying potential impact of these natural hazards and hazard mitigation measures that can reduce the

regions vulnerability to disaster may be incorporated into other Metro projects such as the Regional
Framework Plan Regional Solid Waste Plan Regional Transportation Plan and Regional Greenspaces
and Parks Plan HAZTAC will work very closely with other groups such as Metro Policy Advisory

Committee Metro Technical Advisory Committee the Regional Emergency Management Group
Regional Water Policy Advisory Committee and other Metro advisory committees The major task of

HAZTAC will be to make recommendations to the Council on actions that can be taken to reduce

vulnerability through hazard mitigation measures and improve the community ability tp prepare for

respond to and recover from disastrous natural events

Members of the current ad hoc committees created by staff have suggested that representatives of

several organization serve on HAZTAC Attachment Current MACMED members who have

expressed an interest in serving on HAZTAC are listed in Attachment to this staff report
