this section to adjust the 201-8 tonnage al location as described in the staff
report to Resolution No. 1"6-4693.

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4 Tenu oF LtcENsE

The term of  th is  l icense or ig ina l ly  commenced on Ju ly  1. ,2016 and expi res at  midnight
on December 3 l - ,  2018,  un less terminated sooner  under  Sect ion 7.

5 RrpoRnne oF AcctDENTs AND CIrRnorus

The l icensee must report to Metro any signif icant incidents (such as f ires), accidents,
and c i ta t ions involv ing vehic les t ranspor t ing the so l id  waste author ized by th is  l icense.

6 Recono Kerprrue AND REPoRTING

(a)  The l icensee must  keep and mainta in accurate records of  the amount  of  a l lso l id
waste that the l icensee transports to the non-system faci l i ty described in
Section 3. These records must include the information specif ied in the Metro
document titled, Reportina Requirements and Dato Stondards for Metro Solid
Waste Licensees. Fronchisees. and Porties to Desianated Focilitv Aareements.

(b) The l icensee must perform the fol lowing no later than f i f teen days fol lowing the
end of  each month:

i .  Transmi t  to  Metro the records requi red under  Sect ion 6(a)  above in  an
electronic format prescribed by Metro;

i i .  Submit to Metro a Regional System Fee and Excise Tax Report, that
covers the preceding month;  and

ii i .  Remit to Metro the requisite Regional System Fees and Excise Taxes in
accordance wi th  the Metro Code prov is ions appl icable to  the co l lect ion,
payment, and accounting of such fees and taxes.

(c)  The l icensee must  make avai lab le to  Metro (or  Metro 's  des ignated agent)  a l l
records from which Sections 6(a) and 6(b) above are derived for i ts inspection
or copying, as long as Metro provides at least three business days written
notice of an intent to inspect or copy documents. The l icensee must, in
addit ion, sign or otherwise provide to Metro any consent or waiver necessary
for Metro to obtain information or data from a third party, including the non-
system faci l i t ies named in Section 3.

(d) Metro may require the l icensee to report the information required by this
sect ion on a weekly  or  da i ly  bas is .
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7 AoornorunL LrcENsE Coruolnorus

This l icense is  subject  to  the fo l lowing condi t ions:

The permissive transport of sol id waste to the non-system faci l i ty, l isted in
Sect ion 3,  author ized by th is  l icense is  subord inate to  any subsequent  dec is ion
by Metro to direct the solid waste described in this l icense to any other faci l i ty.

In  addi t ion to  the amendments author ized by Sect ion 2,  the COO may amend or
terminate th is  l icense in  the event  that  the COO determines that :

i .  There has been suf f ic ient  change in  any c i rcumstances under  which
Metro issued th is  l icense;

i i .  The prov is ions of  th is  l icense are actual ly  or  potent ia l ly  in  conf l ic t  wi th
any provision in Metro's disposal contract with Waste Management
Disposal Services of Oregon, Inc., dba Oregon Waste Systems, Inc.; or

i i i .  Metro 's  so l id  waste system or  the publ ic  wi l l  benef i t  f rom, and wi l l  be
better served by, an order directing that the waste described in Section
1 be transferred to, and disposed of at, a faci l i ty other than the faci l i t ies
l isted in Section 3.

This  l icense is ,  in  addi t ion to  subsect ions (bXi ) through (b)( i i i ) ,  above,  subject to
amendment ,  suspension,  or  terminat ion pursuant  to  the Metro Code.

(d)  The l icensee must  not  t ransfer  or  ass ign any r ight  or  in terest  in  th is  l icense
without prior writ ten notif ication to, and approval of, Metro.

This  l icense wi l l terminate upon the execut ion of  a  des ignated fac i l i ty
agreement with the faci l i ty l isted in Section 3 that authorizes the acceptance of
the waste described in Section 1.

This l icense authorizes the transport of sol id waste to the faci l i ty l isted in
Section 3. The transport of waste generated from within the Metro boundary to
any non-system faci l i ty other than that specif ied in this l icense is prohibited
unless author ized in  wr i t ing by Metro.

The COO may direct the l icensee's waste f low under this non-system l icense to
Metro Central Transfer Station or Metro South Transfer Station with a minimum
of 24 hours written notice. Any redirection of the waste f low by the COO is
effective im med iately.

l f  the l icensee exceeds the calendar year authorization set forth in Section 2,
each ton or port ion thereof by which the l icensee exceeds the authorization
constitutes a separate violation subject to a penalty of up to 5500.

The l icensee must defend, indemnify and hold harmless Metro, i ts elected off icials,
off icers, employees, agents and representatives from any and al l  claims, demands,
damages, causes of action, or losses and expenses, arising out of or related in any way
to the issuance or  admin is t rat ion of  th is  non-system l icense or  the t ranspor t  and
disposalof  the so l id  waste covered byth is  l icense.  Expenses inc lude,  but  are not
l imi ted to  a l l  a t torneys ' fees,  whether  incurred before any l i t igat ion is  commenced,
dur ing any l i t igat ion or  on appeal .
