WHEREAS by Ordinance No 97-71 5B the Metro Council adopted on

December 11 1997 the Regional Framework Plan including Chapter Parks and

Open Spaces which identifies the policies needed to create regional system of parks

open spaces natural areas and trails and

WHEREAS the Regional Framework Plan requires the development of

functional plan to implement the policies of Chapter Now therefore
