AMENDMENTS TO METROPOLITAN SERVICE

DISTRICT ORDINANCE NO 45

General

These rules and regulations apply to all buildings and grounds
of the Washington Park Zoo to sidewalks and parking lots

adjacent thereto and to the Washington Park Zoo Train and tracks
and to all persons entering in or on such buildings grounds parking
lots train or tracks

2.1 Recording Presence Except as otherwise ordered Washington
Park Zoo buildings and grounds shall be closed to the public after
posted visiting hours Such buildings and grounds or portions
thereof shall be also closed to the public in emergency situations
and at such other timesas may be necessary for the orderly conduct
of business Whenever the buildings and grounds or portions thereof
are closed to the public for any reason visitors will immediately
leave the premises upon being requested by an authorized individual
Admission to such premises during periods when closed to the public
will be limited to authorized individuals who will be required to

register and identify themselves when requested by security officers
or other authorized individuals Climbing or cutting the fence or
other means of unauthorized entry is prohibited

2.3.1 Kill injure or disturb any or researchanimal
by any means except to secure personal safety

2.5 Nuisances The use of loud abusive or otherwise improper
language unwarranted loitering or assembly the creation
of any hazard to person or things improper disposal of rubbish the
commission of any obscene or indecent act or any unseemly or disorderly
conduct on the premises throwing articles of any kind of the premises
or climbing upon any part of the buildings is prohibited

3.2.9 The dissemination of food or goods other than written
materials is prohibited

Zoo Railroad

Except for official purposes no person shall

4.1 Enter or exit the train except when the train is stopped

4.2 Enter the train without authorization

4.3 Throw any object or material from or at the train

4.4 Smoke on the train while it is in motion

4.5 Destroy damage or deface the train equipment rolling
stock tracks or switches or attempt to do the same

Penalties

Each violation of these rules and regulations shall be punishable
by fine of not more than $500 or by imprisonment in county jail
for not more than 30 days or by both
