Councilor Lewis voiced her appreciation for inclusion of safe 

sidewalks in 99W and McLoughlin Blvd.

Councilor Gonzalez commented on the need to list 

prioritization before the Council would vote for referral. He 

recommended the removal of the vehicle registration fee 

from the funding mechanisms. 

Councilor Chase voiced his agreement with the drawn out 

timeline. 

Councilor Stacey commented on the revenue stream.
