That the staff of the Metro ER Commission have received numerous

complaintB from patrons pertaining to the allowance of smoking in the public

seating area of Portland Civic Stadium

That the staff of the Metro ER Commission have received requests
from Portland State University and the Portland Public Schools Athletic

Department to ban smoking during their events held at Portland Civic Stadium

That the Portland Beavers Baseball Club the primary tenant of

Portland Civic Stadium and other users support no smoking policy at

Portland Civic Stadium

That no smoking policy has been developed and initiated at other

Northwest stadiums University of Oregons Autzen Stadium and University of

Washingtons Huskie Stadium successfully and with minimal problems

That there is growing awareness and concern throughout the United

States that secondhand passive smoking is an important health hazard
epidemiological studies and reviews are strengthening the evidence that

passive smoking harms the health of people who inhale the toxic fumes

generated by smoking people indirect or secondhand passive smoke causes

death by lung cancer and heart disease

That cigarette smoke is known carcinogen

That as managers of public assembly facilities our patrons have

right to expect and it is indeed our duty to provide entertainment in

safe and enjoyable environment

That oneyear trial no smoking policy in the public seating area

and public restrooms of Portland Civic Stadium is of great public good for

the 1991 event season

Commission approves Resolution No 103 establishing oneyear trial no

smoking policy at Portland Civic Stadium in all public seating areas and

public restrooms but excluding the outer concourse

As you requested have been working with Mr Roy Love of the Portland State

Universitys Athletic Department regarding his request for No Smoking sections
during P.S.U football games.As you know Roy has received number of complaints as
has the Stadium staff regarding smoking at the Civic Stadium As he indicates in his
letter Roy needs response from MERC prior to his mid-December renewals in order to
have adequate time to notify his season ticket holders

Bernie lacolucci Civic Stadium Senior Event Coordinator and met with
representatives of the Oregon Health Environmental Service Division in order to
determine if any Oregon laws would support smoking restriction for public assembly
outdoor facilities We were told that the Oregon Clean Air Act regulates smoking in
indoor public places but does not address outdoor facilities However there is nothing
in the Oregon Clean Air Act which would prohibit the MER Commissionfrom
establishing non-smoking policy at the Civic Stadium In fact the Oregon Health
Department would be very supportive of such measure

No smoking policies are currently in effect at the University of Oregons Autzen
Stadium and the University of Washingtons Husky Stadium Surprisingly reports
indicate see attached there have been few problems implementing or maintaining
these policies The Oakland Coliseum the home of baseballs world champion Oakland
As is banning smoking in all seating areas effective the 1991 season
The Portland Beavers and Lynn Hewitt Director of Athletic Activities for the Portland
Public Schools are very supportive of Civic Stadium smoking ban see attached

We are about to begin training the entire MERC staff in the Techniques of Effective
Alcohol Management This program displays concern for our patrons safety as well
as responsible management approach to the societal problem of alcohol abuse
Approximately 100000 people die each year from the effects of alcohol However
recent Surgeon Generals report states that nearly four times as many or 400000
Americans die yearly because of cigarette smoking New studies and reviews are
strengthening the evidence that cigarette smoking harms the health of people nearby
who inhale the toxic fumes generated by the smoker Cigarette smoke is known
carcinogen It kills Such indirect second hand or passive smoking causes death
not only from lung cancer but also from heart disease It is estimated that passive
smoking kills 50000 Americans each year Two-thirds of whom die from heart disease
Passive smoking ranks behind direct smoking and alcohol abuse as the third leading
preventable cause of death

restrictions in an outdoor facility However speaking not as Facility Manager but as

patron who has attended events at the Civic Stadium not all of the smoke immediately
escapes into the atmosphere Much of it is first inhaled by many passive smokers

In response to our patrons needs and with the support of our tenants it is my
recommendation that No Smoking Ban in the public seating area of the Civic
Stadium and in the public rest rooms be considered for one year trial period for all

Civic Stadium events The concourse would remain smoking area

Roy Loves recommendation of no smoking sections was considered However after

discussions Roy agreed that total smoking ban in the public seating area of the
Stadium would be more manageable less costly and less problematic see attached

It is my understanding that no smoking policy at the Civic Stadium would require
passage by the MER Commission

FTER years of questioning the po
lential health hazards of second
hand cigarette smoke growing
number of scientists and health of

ficials are becoming persuaded that the dan
gers are real broader than once believed and

parallel those of direct smoke
It nas long been established that smoking

harms the health of those who do the smok
ing Now new epidemiological studies and
reviews are strengthening the evidence that

It also harms the health of other people
nearby who inhale the toxic fumes generated
by the smoker paruicularly from the burning
end of the cigarette Such indirect or second
hand smoking causes death not only by lung
cancer but even more by heart attack the

studies show The studies on passive smok
ing as it is often called also strengthen the

link between parental smoking and respira
tory damage In children

In reports and in Interviews more than
dozen experts said there Was little question
that passive smoking is an important health

hazard

What has swayed many scientists is

remaikable consistency in findings from dif
ferent types of studies in several countries
with Improved methods over those used in
the first such studies few years ago The

new findings confirm and advance two land
mark reports in 1986 from the Surgeon Gen
eral who concluded that passive smoking
caused lung cancer and from the National
Research Council which said passive smok
ing is associaled with lung cancer

The links between passive smoking and
heallh problems are now as solid as any
finding in epidemiology said Dr Cedric

Garland an expert in the epidemiology of

smoking at the University of California at

San Diego

Tim regarding the proposed changes In the smoking policy at Civic Stadium
there are several methods we can use to Inform the public The Initial effort
to reach the widest audience should be via news releases to the local and
regional news media The release and supporting cover letter could also be
sent to other Interested agencies and associations which support this type of
policy To reach the narrower audience of Stadium patrons we need to work
with the tenants clients and ticket centers

would set up the media relations and public relations effort to use as much
free publicity as possible to Inform the general public of the change But we
will also need to budget for signage and other Informational Items

Initially would recommend the following activities to support the policy

press release to local news media both the news and sports
departments

press release to PSU Vangard and other local college and
high school papers

cover letter and press release to Metro City State and other
governmental agencies

cover letter and news release to Lung Heart Cancer and other area
health agencies for their newsletters and other public education
materials

cover letter and release to all tenants
encourage tenants to include Information in season ticket mailings
encourage tenants to include policy Information in event programs
policy notice added to ticket back
policy notice inserted with all tickets sold/mailed by Ticket Centers
stadium signage at entry to seating areas
buttons or pins for all stadium gatekeepers ushers peer group and
