•pcc1fially recommended 1hc Council hold a l'l'ftltnl 1n Gmham in March. He uid the Council lhould di1CU11 
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MCCl's recommendations and he would diw:uss same with the MCCI. He said posi1ivc benefits could be accrued by 
going out to the community including improved public rcla11ons. He said meetings in the community would not benefit 
the different panics who auended Metro mcetings for a variety of items. He said Public Cable Access and its ability to 
tape in different locations should be considered also. He said whatever itcm(s) happened 10 be on the agenda should be 
considered. He: said the: Council could consider having commiuee meetings held in areas with panicipatory program 
interests. 

The Council discuucd the: issues. Councilor Gates uid the Council could be held in the community on an alternate dale 
from its regular meeting Khedule or the Council committees could hold meetings in the: community also. He uid the 
Governmental Affairs Comrmttcc should 11 least consider the possibilities. Councilor Moore concurred and said that 
"·ould be good for Councilon connected 10 particular geogr..,tlial areas. She said nei&hborhood and business groups 
could be invited also 10 participate m discu111ions on iHues affecting their arci.
