Councilor Kv1s1ad stated he favorC<l a proposal discussed by Councilor Van Bergen of eliminaung Phase One and 
holding an all day budget mttling 10 hear the prescntallons. Councilor Van Bergen asked for guidance for budgel 
procedure from Councilor Monroe at the Council Budttel Workshop.

She noted 
tht: d1~uss1on occurred. hut no chanttc:s resulted. Councilor Moore said her com~nts were ignored
