natures or the number of signatures at least

equal to- two percent of the vote cast in the

state or congressional district as the case

may be for the candidates of that major pol
itical party for presidential electors at the

last presidential election whichever is less

If the office is one to be voted for in the

state at large the signatures shall include

those of electors registered in at least one-
tenth of the precincts in each of at least

seven counties If the office is one to be

voted for in congressional district the sig
natures shall include those of electors regis
tered in at least one-tenth of the precincts in

each of at least one-fourth of the counties in

the congressional district

Except as otherwise provided for

candidate for nonpartisan office in ORS
249.072 nominating petition for an office

not provided for in subsection of this sec
tion shall contain the signatures of electors

who are members of the same major political

party as the candidate There shall be at

least 500 signatures or the number of signa
tures at least equal to two percent of the

vote in the electoral district for the candi
dates of that major political party for presi
dential electors at the last presidential

election whichever is less In addition

If the office under this subsection is

to be voted for in more than one county the

signatures shall include those of electors

registered in at least one-eighth of the pre
cincts in the electoral district that are lo

cated in each of two or more of the counties

or portions of the counties within which the

electoral district is located If one-eighth of

the precincts of the electoral district in one

of the counties or portion thereof does not

constitute whole precinct the nominating

petition shall contain signatures from at

least one precinct in that county

If the office is to be voted for in only

one county or in city the signatures shall

include those of electors registered in at

least one-fifth of the precincts in the elec

toral district Formerly 249041 1983 c.567
