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and join the effort• of the Oregonian• for Clean Air in a 
recycling program to help solve the garbage problem.

6.1 Ordinance No. 82-146, establishing Solid Waite Diapoaal 
Charae• and User Fees; e1tabli1hin1 a credit policy at Metro 
Di1poaal Facilitie•; and repealing Ordinance Noa. 49, 80-96, 
80-100, 80-106, and 81-122. (Second Reading) 

Councilor Bonner aoved that the recommendation of the Rate 
Review Committee with reapect to the rate• at Clackaaaa 
Tranafer and Recycling Center and St. Johna Landfill be 
adopted, and further moved that the rates be changed aradually 
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ao that in five year• the tipping fee at Clacka••• and St. 
Johna reflected the co•t of operation of thoae faciliti••· 

He aaid hie reaaon for the motion waa that a facility in 
one part of the region ahould not aub•idize a facility in 
another part of tht re&ion. However. he aaid 1 it would be 
too great • •hock to ratepayer• to ao fro• the preaent 
ayatea to the coat of ••rvice ayatea and that waa why he 
waa propoaing a gradual increaae in the rate• over a period 
of five years to approach a rate atructure at CTRC and St. 
Johna vhich reflected each facility'• coat of aervice. 

Councilor Etlinger aeconded the motion for diacuaaion pur-
poaea. 

There was general di1cuaaion of the motion. 

Councilor Rhodes pointed out that while the recommendation 
from the Rate Review Committee and the rat•• propoaed in 
the ordinance were cloae for the firat year. the different 
philosophy preaented by each was what the real queation vaa. 
She atated that it waa her philoaophy that Metro vaa a 
regional government and muat be looking at a regional ayatem; 
that each of the component• muat be a part of the total 
ayatem. 

Councilor Burton stated that the reaolution which vaa adopted 
by the Council at their laat meeting addreaaed the concern 
of the Rate Review Committee; that of tracking co1ta of 
aervicea. He 1tated he agreed vith Councilor Rhode• that 
the ayatem should be treated a1 a regional one and urged the 
Council to take the regional per1pective by adopting the 
uniform ratea. 

Councilor Oleson atated that the tonnage limit at CTRC waa 
a problem for the regional 1yatem argument. He aaid it wa• 
not fair to pay for something that couldn't be uaed by every-
one. He aaid a letter received from the Wa1hington County 
Board of Commi••ionera expre•aed that concern. He atated 
he had a reaolution he wanted to introduce which dealt with 
raiaing the tonnage limit at CTRC. 

Councilor Etlinger •tated that the inefficienciea and in-
equities-in the garbage collection 1yatea ver• ao great that 
he waa perauaded that un1for•1ty waa needed. He auggaated 
there ahould be a differential rate for tho1e vho recycle 
but indicated he wa1n't aoing to introduce it at thi• point 
in time but wanted the Council to con1ider it in the near 
future.
