8.1 Consideration of Ordinance No. 84-171, amending the Metro 
Urban Growth Boundary In Waahlngton County for Conte•ted 
Case No. 81-9. <Corner Terrace) <Pirat Reading>

Presiding Officer Kirkpatrick stated that a letter from 
Robert Stacey opposing the addition of Corner Terrace to 
the UGB had been di•tributed. (A copy of the letter ia 
attached to the agenda of th• aeeting). 

Steven Siegel, Development Services Director, briefly pre-
•ented the staff report aa contained in the agenda of the 
aeeting. 

Motions Councilor Waker aoved adoption of Ordinance No. 
84-171. Councilor Bonner seconded the aotion. 

The ordinance was read a first ti•e, by title only. 

There wa• no public teatiaony. 

The ordinance was then passed to •econd reading on May 3, 
1984. 

Denni• Mulvihill, waste Reduction Manager, stated that 
baaed on an evaluation of •everal prograa options, it had 
been concluded that there wa• no need for additional yard 
debri• prograa• other than what wa• being budgeted for in 
FY 198t-8S. Be •aid the conclusion was ba•ed on •everal 
criteria--policy consistency, Metro's authority and 
re1p>n•ibility, whether or not there wa• a deaonatrated 
need, co•t-effectivenes1, iapact on exi1ting programs, and 
tiaing. Be 1aid in conducting the evaluation, two over-
riding thing• becaae evidents l) that all involved--
Metro, citie•, the state, countie1, the hauling industry, 
proce••or•, and the public--have a need for aore informa-
tion on yard debri•r and 2) that a nuaber of events need 
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to take place before the neceaaary inforaation will be 
available. Be aaid the inforaation needed includedr 1) a 
atudy of the coat of diverting yard debria froa the land-
fill and the iapact on the tipping fee1 2) the coat to 
local juriadietiona to ••t up and operate local collection 
program• for all recyclablea. Re aaid once the local 
juriadictiona had deterained that ooat, then they might be 
aore re1ponaive to including yard debri• if other cireum-
atancea warranted itJ and l) the need to know the iapact 
of a burning ban and the definition of a recyclable aa it 
pertained to Senate Bill 405. Be aaid the recoaaended FY 
1984-85 budget reflected the conclusion that now waa not 
the tiae to initiate nev program• but in1tead to take the 
time and a••••• the iapact of other event• to better know 
what i• the next appropriate thing to do. 

Councilor Bonner asked vhat waa going to be done in FY 
1984-85. Mr. Mulvihill reaponded that the vork programs 
included promotion and technical assistance to the local 
jurisdictions and processor• as needed. 

Councilor Bonner than asked if the City of Portland came 
to Metro and requested funds for a program, vould Metro 
have to respond no. Mr. Mulvihill responded that there 
were no funds appropriated for helping the City of Port-
land. 

Councilor Hanaen 1tated that the report ahould have been 
available during the budget process. He aaid that with 
the burning ban coming into effect, they had no idea what 
waa going to be needed and there waa no contingency for 
providing any funding for programs, especially in those 
areas of the region which were located quite a distance 
from proceaaing facilities. 

Councilor lelley stated that it waa her understanding that 
with the passage of S.B. 405 Metro had no authority to 
handle recyclables and if yard debris waa deter•ined to be 
a recyclable, Metro would not have any authority in that 
area aa well. Mr. Mulvihill reaponded that S.B. 405 aade 
it very clear that the local juriadiction1 were reaponai-
ble for aetting up collection prograaa for recyclables and 
that the Attorney General waa in the proceaa of determining 
whether yard debri• va1 to be conaidered a recyclable. 

Councilor Van Bergen comaented that he had viewed one of 
the proceaaing centers and had concluded they were not 
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proce••ing anything but only collecting the ••t•riala and 
piling th .. high. Be aaid he did not ••• that •• a aolu-
tion. Mr. Mulvihill reaponded that Mcl'arlane• •• the 
proceaaor councilor Van Bergen waa alluding to, waa in the 
proceaa of changing operator• but that the other procea•or 
in th• Portland area waa operating. 

Councilor Ban••n atated that if a per•on waa twenty-five 
ail•• frca a proceaaor and couldn't burn their debria, the 
optiona started to drop off for the• aa to what oould be 
done with the aaterial. Mr. Mulvihill re1ponded that 
there were plentr of alternative• but th• queation waa 
whether the publ c wa1 willing to pay the co•t of uaing 
th••· 
Preaiding Officer Kirkpatrick thanked Mr. Mulvihill for 
the report. 

10. Cc:aaittee Report•. 

Councilor Han1en reported that there would be no Service• 
Camaittee •••ting in May. 

Councilor Bonner reported that the Council Coordinating 
Comaittee would be di1cu1aing the Council Ca.aitt•• atruc-
ture at it• May •••ting. 

There being no further buaineaa, the aeeting adjourned at 8100 
p.a.
