Councilor Devlin gave the Transportation ' Planning Committee'• 
report and recommendation•. He explained Ordinance No. 92-433 
would adopt reviaiona to the Regional Tranaportation Plan (RTP) 
to incorporate local adopted project• and 1tudiea to meet federal 
funding requirement•~ to include new or reviaed project• or 
atudiea recommended by the Joint Policy Adviaory Committee on 
Tranaportation (JPACT) and adopted by the Council 1ince the 1988 
RTP update; and to reviae language to reflect the changing 
planning under which Metro had and would be operating. 

Councilor Devlin 1aid the Committee received 1ubatantial public 
teatimony, moat of it indicating that Metro 1hould move fa1ter 
and do more aooner. He aaid there had been 1ubatantial change• 
in the tran1portation planning environment, but aaid it wa1 
expenaive and time-conauming to comply with all necea1ary federal 
tran1portation requirement1. He di1cua1ed conaideration1 1uch a1 
the 1990 Clean Air Act, the Surface Tranaportation Re-
Authorization Act, the new Tran1portation Rule and Metro'• 
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Regional Urban Growth Goal• and Objective• (RUGGO•)· Be •aid 
al•o to be con•idered wa• the new American Di•abilitie• Act. He 
•aid Metro wa• doing what it could do at this point. He •aid the 
RTP would be updated over the next year and a half to incorporate 
all required new work in an interim RTP. Be •aid after that the 
RTP would undergo a major update to be completed by late 1994. 
He •aid Robert Liberty had te•tif ied and •upplied •even 
amendments at the f ir•t public hearing. Be •aid becau•e of 
timing and the complexity of the propo•ed amendment•, staff wa• 
given time to addre•• them. Be •aid the Committee agreed with 
•ix of the amendment• with minor revi•ion•. Be •aid the 
Committee could not accept Mr. Liberty'• amendment on whether 
Metro had to meet the •tandard of being in compliance with 
statewide goal• or whether it had to be con•i•tent with atatewide 
goals related to RUGGO• and the RTP. Be ••id Metro had debated 
requirement• before on whether Metro had to be in compliance with 
atatewide goal• or in compliance with •tatewide goal• related to 
RUGGO• and the RTP. He aaid Metro'• position in previous legal 
ca••• wa• to have a •tandard of con•i•tency because mo•t of the 
work done under RUGGO• and the RTP was general in nature and it 
would be difficult to meet the standard of compliance at that 
time. He •aid Metro currently met •tandard• a• laid out under 
ORS Ch. 268. 

Pre•iding Officer Gardner opened the public hearing. No per•on• 
pre•ent appeared to testify and the public hearing wa• clo•ed. 

Councilor McLain •aid Councilor Devlin •ummarized the i••ue• well 
and aaid the RTP would have to be re-evaluated exten•ively. She 
•aid Committee compromi•ed well on the i••ue1.

Be said the 
resolution was linked to Ordinance No. 92-433 which amended 
Metro'• RTP to respond to requirements under the American 
Disabilities Act. Be said the ordinance and resolution fulfilled 
fed~ral requirement• and that the Federal Transit Administration 
must receive both document• by January 26 for Metro to be in 
compliance with the American Disabilities Act. Speaking as the 
Council'• representative on the Tri-Met Disabilities 
Transportation Committee, he noted the region was advanced in 
aolving transportation diff icultiea for the physically 
challenged.

She aaid the reeolution would amend the establiahment of an 
organizational etructure for the overeight of high capacity 
transit (HCT) etudie1 a1 originally establiehed in Metro 
Resolution No. 91-1179 and Intergovernmental Resource Center 
(IRC) Reeolution No. 89-1103 to reflect recent improved and 
propo1ed HCT etudie• and workplane. She eaid the Traneportation 
Policy Alternative• Committee (TPAC) had reviewed and approved 
Re1olution No. 92-1549. She 1aid the re1olution would revi1e the 
organizational etructure for the over1i9ht of the1e 1tudie1. She 
aaid the over1ight 1tructure included 1eparate financing in•tead 
of management component•. She noted Citizen Advi•ory Committee 
memberehip criteria would be determined in the BCT workplan 
development and referred to the flow chart in Exhibit A.

Motion: Councilor Devlin moved, 1econded by Councilor 
Han1en, for adoption of Re1olution No. 92-1550. 

Councilor Devlin gave the Tran1portation ' Planning Committee'• 
report and reconunendation1. He 1aid the re•olution would amend 
the intergovernmental agreement (IGA) between Metro and local 
government• on the We1tern Bypa•• Study. He 1aid Metro and 
involved jurisdictions had acted on three •eparate occa1ion• in 
the pa1t with regard to the Western Bypa•• Study: 1) To adopt 
the IGA itaelf; 2) to adopt the Oregon Department of 
Tran1portation'1 (ODOT) Public Involvement program a1 their own1 
and 3) to adopt the 1tudy's Purpoae and Need 1tatement. Be 1aid 
the fourth key decision would have been, at the end of the 
tran1portation atrategie• development phase, Metro •eliminating 
obviou1ly unreasonable" 1trategies and Metro and local 
juri1dictiona formally "endor1ing" strategiea for further 
refinement under Alternatives Analyai•. That was to have been 
the last decision by Metro and local jurisdiction• until ODOT 
returned with a preferred alternative, after the draft 
environmental impact •tatement (DEIS) proces•. He said 
Re•olution No. 92-1550 would amend the IGA proce•• to move the 
fourth key decision, from a point between the broad 1trategie1 
development and alternative• analysia to a point after 
alternative• analysis, before DEIS. Councilor Devlin discuaaed 
te1timony taken by the Committee. He 1aid the Committee amended 
the reaolution to add a aecond "Be It Reaolved~ aection: •That 
the Council request• that at the time ODOT pre1ent1 it• 
recommendation on atrategiea to be eliminated, ODOT ahall alao 
preaent a detailed de•cription of their proceaa for enauring that 
the non-eliminated atrategiea, in all aignificant aapect1, are 
repreaented in the alternatives advanced for further analyaia." 

The Council discuaaed the resolution. Councilor Van Bergen 
expreaaed concern becau•e the IGA waa being amended and asked if 
other local jurisdictions had been consulted and were in 
agreement. Councilor Devlin •aid the amendment came apecifically 
at the request of the local juriadictiona involved. Councilor 
Van Bergen asked if the amendment included apecial dietrict1. 
Councilor Devlin said it did not becauae the eight participant• 
in the IGA included the counties and citiea directly impacted and 
Metro. 

Councilor Bauer aeked if the amendment would add additional time 
to the length of time it would take to complete the study. 
Councilor Devlin aaid the amendment itself would not add 
additional time, but aaid the proce1a itaelf had 1lowed down by 
approximately two to three month• compared to original 
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projectione. Councilor Bauer aeked when the Council would begin 
to eee alternative• eo that project epecific• could begin to be 
discuaeed. 

Andy Cotugno, Director of Traneportation, aaid there were three 
key decieion point• Metro would be involved in. Be Aaid the 
Council could review strategiee within the next three month• and 
then again by the end of 1992. He said the decision point for 
selection of a preferred alternative would take place after the 
new decision point added by the IGA amendment, after development 
of the available alternatives was done and development of the 
OBIS document began. He said that would create a new decision 
point wherein any apeculation about poaaible alternatives 
narrowed down to specific alternatives which would be reflected 
in the document. Mr. Cotugno said the DEIS would be completed in 
approximately six months. 

Councilor Bauer expressed concern that the IGA amendment would 
affect hie district. He eaid he had been asked often by 
constituent• when and what decision would be made. He said 
objective• and timelineaa should be made clear. Councilor McLain 
said ODOT did not state it wae adding a atep. She said the 
amendment was to decide when all entities concerned would agree 
on the preferred alternative• becauee the local jurisdictions 
were not willing to decide at the etrategiea level. She eaid 
ODOT decided to add another decision point to give the entitiee 
more time for decision-making further along in the process. She 
•aid that rationale wa• why she voted aye on the resolution at 
Committee to further citizen involvement. 

Councilors Bauer, Buchanan, Devlin, Hansen, 
McLain, Van Bergen, Wyers and Gardner voted aye. 
Councilor• Collier, DeJardin and McFarland were 
absent. The vote wae unanimous and Resolution No. 
92-1550 was adopted.
