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Directions: From downtown Portland, take I-5 north to Exit 307, the Delta Park - Marine Dr. exit.
The exit road forks after several hundred yards and you take the LEFT fork, following the sign for
Marine Drive West. You will loop under I-5 and come to a large intersection with traffic signals.
Turn RIGHT and drive west on Marine Drive past the Expo Center. It is 2.5 miles from I-5 to the
Smith and Bybee Lakes parking area. Watch for the small parking lot on your left after you have
come down off the railroad overpass. Turn left into the parking lot at the second driveway. For
more information, call (503) 797-1850.
