Written summary of grant activities that include progressive steps on how actual

activity/project was completed

The Tualatin Habitat Tours were conducted during the week of May 10 17 1997 as part
of Common Water Common Ground Celebration of the Tualatin Watershed The

purpose of Common Water Common Ground was to bring the concept of watershed
and ideas about how we all affect watershed health to as broad an audience as possible
Tualatin Habitat Tours were an important component of the Common Water Common
Ground Celebration The Tualatin Habitat Tours were held to increase awareness about
the importance of greenspaces in our increasingLy urban environment and to promote
opportunities for personal stewardship of our watershed

The Metro Greenspaces Environmental Education funds were used to design promote
implement and evaluate the Tualatin Habitat Tours The design phase involved close

coordination with the Common Water Common Ground planning committee in arranging
the tours and developing Common Water Common Ground calendar of events We
identified tours and events that would be of interest to broad spectrum of residents

throughout the watershed

The next step involved recruiting tour leaders for variety of tours and events In

February 1997 the Tualatin River Watershed Council Coordinator drafted letter

inviting individuals to host an event during the week of Common Water Common
Ground Festival form outlining information needed was enclosed with the letter See
attached letter and form Over one hundred letters were mailed to school groups
Watershed Council members friends groups state and local government agencies and
other organizations involved in watershed-related activities in the Tualatin Watershed

Follow-up telephone calls were made one week after the initial mailing We received 23

completed Tualatin Habitat tour forms in response to our recruitment process

Next brief narrative was drafted for each tour and event This information was
transformed into calendar of activities listing events for the Common Water Common
Ground Festival Unified Sewerage Agency Public Affairs Department provided in-kind

graphics support and developed three variations of the calendar for review by the

planning committee fmal version of the calendar was selected and 7000 copies of the
calendar were printed Washington County offered to fund one-half of the printing costs

4500 calendars were sent out to the Common Water Common Ground mailing list and



the remaining calendars were distributed throughout the community i.e local libraries

schools stores etc and at the May 10th Common Water Common Ground Festival In

addition information about the tours was included in press release issued by Jackson

Bottom Wetlands Preserve and in the event brochure

After the calendars were distributed the Council Coordinator worked with tour leaders to

recruit participants for the tours Recruitment occurred through telephone calls

announcements at meetings and events and press coverage Tours leaders were contacted

one week prior to their tour or event to confirm last minute details and arrangements
Events were listed from May 3id through May l8 and included agricultural tours

wetland tours canoe trips school events watershed tours and tours of water quality
facilities

Within week following the Tualatin Habitat Tours verbal interviews were conducted of

tour participants and partners They were asked the following questions How many
people attended How did most people fmd out about the tours Did we reach new
audience What did you think worked/what did not work about the tours Finally all

event partners received either thank you letters or phone calls

Written evaluation and comments by grantee and/or others involved in the

activity/project This should include what worked/what did not work/helpful hints

for future project managers

The Tualatin Habitat Tours proved to be an effective means to reach beyond watershed

activists to the general public to encourage stewardship The tours received very positive
feedback from both tour leaders and participants Overall tour participation was good
attendance at the various tours not counting the Common Water Common Ground
Celebration was approximately 200 people Attendance varied according to tour .some
tours were well attended while others received only few participants In the future
would drop the tours that were not well attended or work more closely with the tour

leaders to recruit participants

Feedback from the Common Water Common Ground planning committee indicated that

we did not adequately take advantage of the Governors proclamation for May as

watershed month to recruit tour participants The tour program may be vehicle to unite

citizen groups in the basin who have common interests and goals to share resources and

energy with common theme

Sherri Wantland from the Unified Sewerage Agency commented although the tour we
gave at the wastewater treatment plant had only five people they couldnt have been

more enthusiasticand four of them have contacted me since for more information on
how to protect the watershed As the coordinator of the Tualatin Watershed Partners for

Clean Water have managed lot of public awareness programs but rarely get such

energetic feedback She also added the best features of the tours were the variety of the

tours and times and the tour guides level of expertise The calendars were beautifully



designed and well distributed My only suggestion for improvement would be to
coordinate dates better with other similarevents in the area More media coverage would
have boosted participation and awareness also

Much of the feedback we received was related to the overall timing of the Common
Water Common Ground Festival and tours One tour leader commented that she found
it difficult to recruit people for her tour She felt that May was very busy month and

suggested holding the tours during different month
