PART A - ITEM 8. DESCRIPTION OF PROJECT 

( a ) Probl em 

The Me tropolitan Public Defender has contracted with Multnomah 
Count y to provide legal representation to in£1igent defendants in 1600 
f elony and 800 misdemeanor cases in FY 1975. Present budgetary alloca-
tion i s insufficient to afford adequate investigative and other suppor-
tive service to indie;ent defendants in the following sp.ecific areas:

Funds for the confiqential employment of experts and specialists, 
s uch as psychiatrists, criminalistic.experts, forensic path-
ologists and other scientific exp erts generally in all cases 
in which the Sru'Ile may be · of assistance to the defense • 

. Ab sence of funds in the above °'reas (particularly as applied to 
the ma jor crime cate£;ories of burglary, homicide, robbery) and drug 
relat ed offenses) adversely affects the criminal justice system as follow~: 

l) Denial of equal protection to indisent defendants throu~h 
1mavailabili ty of .e,dequate investigative and other supportive 
s ervices on a parity uith that available to the prosecution, 
private bar, and law e~forcement. · · 

2) Increased elapsed time from arrest to disposition in criminal 
cases caused by setovers or other postponements. Suth costly 
delays are occasioned ~~en the d~fense does not have access 
to equipment or experts necessary for accurate appraisal of 
evidence as well as the credibility of clients or witnesses.

(c) Project Activities 

1) Implementation of the Defense Services Project will generate 
funding to provide the defense with equipment of sufficient 
quality, quantity, and versatility to enable adequate investi-
gation through collection and preservation of evidence, its 
effective presentation at trial 9 and retainer' of forensic experts 
to assist the investigation. 

2) The initial phase of the project ·will be the acquisition 
of equipnent (see (f) below) and training in its use. Train-
ing will be provided at no cost by the teller , and. will be 
perpetuated by the Project Director. 

3) The second phase of this project will be the location and evalua-
tion of forensic experts, specialists, and laboratory facili-
ties. (This research is already in progress, and will continue 
throughout the project). 

L;.) Utilization of project equipment and funds will be conducted 
on a case-by-case basis upon recomnendation of the Project 
Director, Public Defender, and the staff attorney assigned to 
the specific case. The recommendetion for application of pro-
ject material will place emphasis upoh cases in the maj or cate-
gories of burglary, homicide, robbery and drug related cases, 
as ,::ell as the demands of the particular case.

The Defense Services Project -will be administered·. entirely by the 
netropolitan Public Defender. The ·Project Director will be the chief 
investie;ator of.this agency, who will report directly to the Public Defender.

,::; 3Ses rc~uirine:; application of Defense Services Project resources, the 
totsl number of annointed cases within each of the L1. categories was 
t.:,.1.2ly2;ed 1:·:ith rog~i·d to 1) complexity of the crime chare;ed; 2 ) fre -
q_uer:c;y of trials in the category; 3 ) number of cases in which project 
resources were potentially beneficial; and 4) severity of sentence.
