FACTUAL BACKGROUND AND ANALYSIS

Fiscal year 199192 has thus far been good year for the Zoo
Attendance is running about 20% over projections with significant
increases in revenues that are related to the number of Zoo visitors
This is primarily attributable to the opening of the Africa Rain Forest
Exhibit successful Zoo Boo event in October and the Lights Festival
in December Of course the weather helped too

Because our activities are exceeding projections our expenditures
are also Additional staffing and the purchase of more merchandise for
resale is required Costs for Zoo Boo were higher than expected but
October attendance was over 91000 compared to the previous years
52000 and December attendance was 68000 compared to 37000 last
year We are also requesting funds to begin group sales contract
prior to the beginning of fiscal year 199293

There is an increased cost for food for the animals Some food
items that were once free now cost us money and we underestimated food
costs for the Africa Rain Forest animals

To meet the needs noted above and because we are anticipating that
we will continue to have good year through June 30 we are requesting
that $155245 be transferred from Contingency $20000 to Animal
Management $4825 to Education Services $56000 to Marketing and
$74420 to Visitor Services as shown in Exhibit to the Ordinance

The projected increases in revenues of over $325000 are not part
of the current FY 1991-92 budget and are not available for expenditure
this year They will be carried forward to the FY 1992-93 budgeted
beginning fund balance

COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION At its April 15 1992 meeting the
Finance Committee voted unanimously to recommend Counciladoption
of Ordinance No 92452 All members were present and voting

COMMITTEE DISCUSSION/ISSUES Kay Rich Assistant Zoo Director
presented the Staff Report Mr Rich pointed out that these budget
adjustments for the most part are result of the increased
attendance at the Zoo The more people attending the Zoo increases
the cost of running the Zoo The requested adjustments include
funds for the Visitor Services Division $74420 for additional
staff and merchandise for resale funds for the Animal Management
Division $20000 for animal food funds for the Education
Services Division $4825 for temporary employees and funds for
the Marketing Division $56000 for added costs of the Zoo Boo and
Lights Festival Mr Rich pointed out that the projected increases
in revenue of over $325000 are not part of the current FY 1991-92
budget not available for expenditure but will be carried forward
as part of the FY 1992-93 Beginning Fund Balance

COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION At its April 14 1992 meeting the

Regional Facilities Committee voted 4-0 to recommend Council
adoption of Ordinance No 92-452 voting were Councilors McLain
Gronke McFarland and Washington Councilor Collier was absent

COMIrrt DISCUSSION/ISSUES Assistant Zoo Director Kay Rich
presented the staff report He said the ordinance would authorize

transfer from Contingency to cover higher-than-anticipated costs

Zoo activities have been higher than projections with attendance
through March at 26% above projections Some additional costs have
been incurred because of the increased attendance particularly in
food and items for resale Mr Rich also reported that ZooBoo
attendance was good but that its costs exceeded projections
There were also additional costs for ZooLights Those two events
costs and the proposed early start of group sales program
comprise the requested increase in the Marketing Division Higher
food costs for the animals requires additional funds in Animal
Management

Mr Rich said that if attendance continues at this high level
another budget adjustment may be required in June in order for the

Zoo to stay within its appropriation level

Councilor McFarland said that the increased expenditures did
require an appropriation from Contingency and she moved approval
of the ordinance

Councilor Washington asked if the Zoo had requested similar
budget adjustment near the end of the year in other years
particularly last year Mr Rich said he believed such an

adjustment was made last year He further said that projected
revenues are up some $325000 and would grow more if attendance
continues high but increased attendance means higher costs He

hoped the adjustments proposed in this ordinance would be
sufficient but there is chance more money will be needed

Chair McLain opened the public hearing and no one testified
